Motion 1 - We move WWA 72 to create a new Spanish Linguistic District.

Motion 2 — We move the Area Archivist is an Appointed Trusted Servant and shall have full
Right of Participation, as defined in Concept IV, in Area 72 Quarterlies and Assemblies.
Selection of Area Archivist will be as follows: The Archives Steering Committee (ASC) will
follow internal guidelines on selection of Area Archivist, forward selection to elected Trusted
Servants for approval and inclusion on the slate of candidates to be approved at the first
Area 72 Committee Meeting following the election of a new panel.

Motion 3 - Move for Western Washington Area 72 to create a technology steering
committee. The technology steering committee shall consist of the Sound System Operator,
Webmaster, and at least three AA member volunteers. Additional volunteers may be
appointed for periods of time to assist with additional tasks at the discretion of the steering
committee.
